It shows the top 15 countries where
people were born and arrived in Australia between 01/07/2013 and
30/06/2023 and are now recorded as residing in Victoria. You can find the
interactive map available here. Iraq, Afghanistan, Syria, and Myanmar are
the countries with the largest number of people who arrived in Australia
over this period and live in Victoria. This has been attributable to a sharp

peak in arrivals during 2015/2016 due to Austr al i abds the esp

conflict in the Middle East. MAustralia made a special pledge to resettle
12,000 extra refugees from Syria and Iraq. As a result, in 2016-17,
Australia granted its highest ever number of refugee visas to more than
24, 000 pne2022,tree Australian government pledged a fspecial
allocation of 16,500 visas for Afghan refugees over four yearsg.
